Sanctuary Swala is located in an exceptionally private section of the Tarangire National Park, offering visitors a luxurious 
and exclusive safari experience. Elephant in particular love to come to the camp to drink at the water hole and big cats 
are often seen among the massive baobab trees.

ACCOMMODATION AND FACILITIES

Sanctuary Swala has been built to the highest eco-friendly standards and offers 12 luxurious open-plan and spacious 
canvas tents; all shaded by acacia trees and within site of the waterhole frequented by elephants and big cats. Each 
tent has an ensuite bathroom with indoor and outdoor shower and features a spacious open plan arrangement with 
comfortable king or twin beds, campaign chairs and plush sofas. 

A hair dryer, ceiling fan, in room safe, mosquito nets and private deck are available in all tents. Each tent has a personal 
attendant to attend to guests’ every need. Complimentary Wi-Fi is available in the main area and in all guests’ tents.

The main dining area, deck and library are lifted on stilts around an enormous and ancient baobab tree. Electricity 
supply is a combination of silent packed generator and battery system allowing 24-hour power supply.

LOCATION AND GETTING THERE

Sanctuary Swala is located in a secluded area of Tarangire National Park.
Kuro Airstrip is approximately a 45 minute drive from Sanctuary Swala.

Flying times:
•	 Arusha (ARK) to Kuro Airstrip - 25 minutes
•	 Kuro airstrip to Serengeti South (SGS) airstrip – 1 hour 30 minutes

Road transfers:
•	 Arusha to Sanctuary Swala – 4 hours
•	 Kilimanjaro to Sanctuary Swala – 5 hours
•	 Sanctuary Swala to Ngorongoro Crater – 5 hours

PLEASE NOTE: 
The luggage restriction for light aircrafts is 15kg / 33lbs per person in a soft-sided bag.



GAME VIEWING AND ACTIVITIES

The Tarangire National Park is famous for its large herds of elephants that congregate under the spectacular baobab 
trees. The park attracts an abundance of zebra and is home to waterbuck, giraffe and kudu with their immense 
spiral horns as well as oryx with their lengthy rapier horns. The park is also home to over 550 species of bird with 
yellow-collared lovebirds a common sight in the trees along the Tarangire River. Key wildlife include: lion, leopard, 
elephant, buffalo, cheetah, giraffe, zebra, brown and spotted hyena, kudu, wildebeest, waterbuck, eland, wild dog, 
fringe eared Oryx.

The following activities are included in your stay: 
Game Drives: Tarangire is famed for its large concentrations of elephant. The river is the park’s lifeline and attracts 
much of the game to its banks. You may also find some of the many leopards that rest by day in the shady trees. The 
low volume of visitors to the park offers a truly unique and private experience and our customised open safari vehicles 
offer unobstructed viewing and great photography opportunities.

Bush breakfasts, picnics and dinners: You may have decided with your guide to take a picnic breakfast or lunch with 
you but equally lovely in the evening is to enjoy a bush dinner. A secluded clearing is prepared for a traditional East 
African meal in the middle of the Tarangire bush. With a sundowner in hand, watch as the sun swiftly sinks and you’re 
setting becomes illuminated by a magnificent log fire. Once you have settled into your surroundings let our chef 
introduce you to traditional Swahili fare and experience a memorable evening under the African night sky.

•	 06:00 Wakeup call
•	 06:30 Breakfast
•	 07:00 Depart for morning game drive
•	 13:00 Lunch (at the camp or a bush picnic)
•	 16:00 Afternoon game viewing activity
•	 18:30 Sundowners
•	 19:30 Dinner

ADDITIONAL ACTIVITIES

Walking safaris
Sanctuary Swala is one of only a few camps within Tanzania’s Northern Park that is able to offer walking safaris. Put on 
your walking shoes and experience beautiful Tarangire National Park from a different perspective with a walking safari. 
With our professional walking guide and armed ranger, guests can explore the grassland around camp in one of the 
most secluded areas of the park. Our qualified guide has a wealth of knowledge and will explain how to understand 
animal behaviour while tracking a variety of game. You may encounter zebra, waterbuck, impala, ostrich, elephant as 
well as a number of birds. (Maximum 6 people per walk.)

Night game drives
Experience the wonders of a safari at night in Tarangire. As dusk falls, relax in the comfort of Sanctuary Swala’s 
customised safari vehicle as you venture into the park transformed by night. Search for nocturnal animals rarely seen 
as this is one of the few places in northern Tanzania where you can enjoy a safari by moonlight. At night, you may 
encounter an African wild cat, the elusive leopard or feel the round eyes of a bush baby. With specialised lighting, you 
will be able to look for lion and hyena, as well as smaller creatures such as spotted genet, serval, bat eared foxes, owls 
and nightjars. (Maximum 5 people.)

Additional activities are at an additional cost and can be pre-booked or while guests are in camp.



DINING

Breakfast, lunch, snacks during activities and dinners are all included in your stay. Breakfast is served before the 
morning game activity. No coffee, cakes etc on morning activity – unless guests are taking a picnic breakfast. Lunch 
can be enjoyed back at the camp or as a picnic in the bush. Afternoon game viewing includes classic sundowner drinks 
and snacks at specially selected spots before returning to the camp for pre-dinner drinks and dinner. Romantic private 
dinners can be arranged upon request. With prior notice, our camps are able to arrange halaal meals, however, please 
note our kitchens aren’t strictly halaal and our chefs are not trained in halaal food preparation. Unfortunately, we are 
unable to arrange kosher meals.

Meals typically consist of the following:
•	 Breakfast: Continental and full English Breakfast
•	 Lunch: Table d’Hote, 3 course meal with 2 choices, one being a vegetarian
•	 Dinner: Table d’Hote, 3 course meal with 2 to 3 choices, one being a vegetarian / buffet style dinner in high season

CLOTHING

Clothing should be cool and comfortable. Greens, browns and khaki coloured clothing are advisable for safaris especially 
when doing a walking safari. We suggest long sleeves and long trousers and for morning and evenings due to mosquitoes; 
and a fleece, sweater or warm jacket for morning and evening game drives. Sturdy and comfortable shoes are essential. 
A complimentary overnight laundry service is offered in the camp.

Accessories: Sunscreen, sunglasses and hats are essential. Binoculars and good cameras are an absolute must. The camp 
provides a torch as well as complimentary mosquito repellent and toiletries.

HONEYMOONS AND SPECIAL OCCASIONS

Guests celebrating their honeymoon will receive special surprises during their stay. All attempts are made to keep 
honeymooners separate from other guests.

Our honeymoon services include:
•	 Honeymoon welcome card in tent
•	 Special honeymoon cocktail during sundowners
•	 Private meal set up with lanterns and personal waiter
•	 Sparkling wine in guests’ tent on night before departure

FAMILIES WITH CHILDREN

We welcome children 6 years and older Sanctuary Swala. 

Children aged 15 years and younger are required to share with their parents. Triples are available on request.

Children aged 15 or younger are not permitted on walking safaris.

CLIMATE

Tanzania has a tropical climate which is mainly characterised by warm days and cool evenings. December to March are 
usually the warmest months of the year, while June to August are the coolest. April and May often see intermittent 
rains, and from September to November the days are warm with short scattered rains falling in November.



HEALTH

Please discuss health precautions for your travel itinerary with a qualified health professional at least six weeks before you 
depart. We advise all travellers to take precautions against malaria and we recommend speaking to your GP or personal 
physician four to six weeks before departure. Yellow fever vaccination is required for guests travelling to Tanzania.

MONEY AND CREDIT CARDS

All extras can be paid for with Visa, MasterCard, American Express, US dollars, Pounds, Euros are also accepted; 
however change will be given in the local currency. Diners Cards are not accepted.

TIPPING GUIDELINE

Tipping is not obligatory but generally accepted rates are $15 per guest per day for the guide and $10 per guest per day 
for the rest of the staff.

Please let us know if you have any special requests, dietary 
requirements, allergies or medical conditions.

PHILANTHROPY PROJECTS

Mwika bee keeping project
On the western border of Tarangire National Park lies the village of Mwika. Here, Sanctuary Retreats Philanthropy and 
Sanctuary Swala are working with the village on a grassroots beekeeping project, emphasising the preservation of the 
environment to bring rewards to the community. With the help of Sanctuary Retreats Philanthropy the project has 
continued to grow, from 10 to now 30 beehives. In addition we have also donated new equipment and assisted in the 
bottling and distribution of the honey, including a project to make the colourful ‘Maasai’ beaded cloth to top the jars 
which brings additional income to the village. By increasing production, we have enabled the people to serve their 
needs and also sell all residual honey to our camps in Tanzania - Sanctuary Swala and Sanctuary Kusini.
